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Abgract  Objective:To invedigae the risk perception and coping behavior of Beijing reddents during SARS period. Meth-
ods:We invedigated ,a random ,895 resdents during May 5th  11th and 582 resdents during May 27th - June 7th with quedion-
naires. Results :Reddents tended to make their judgment on SARS &ter integrating the irformetion from different urces when
SARSwas in a plaform period; they paid nore attention to the controllahility of SARS when SARS cases increased drameticaly
and to the irfection of SARSwhen it was in a platform period ;the focus on negative irformetion can increase resdents’ risk per-
ception to SARS, which can predict the postive and negative presentiment indexes when SARS increased dramdicdly , while the
negative irformation would decrease reddents risk perception , which gill can predict the negative presentiment indexes but can’
t predict the postive oneswhen SARSwasin a plaform period. Cond usion : The resdents ded with the irformation about SARSIn
a nore rationd manner when SARSwas in a platform period which irfluenced their risk perception to SARS and the presentiment

indexes.
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
