Abstract Objective To test the reliability and validity of a questionnaire on know ledge, beliefs and
intentions about A D S/safe sex for university students. M ethods Based on the data investigated w ith this
questionnaire from 598 university students and the test- retest data from 63 university students, the internal
consistency, test- retest reliability and construct validity were calculated. Results T his questionnaire had
good reliability, w ith most parts having Cronbach x coefficients large than 0. 7 and retest coefficients large than
0.6. Thefactor structurew as consistent w ith the theoretical hypothesis and the factors could explain 58. 85%
of thew hole questionnaire.
