225
freshmen participated in a test of a sef-monitoring scale and 70 were selected as subjects with 35 as a high sdf-monitoring group and 35
as a low sdf-monitoring group. Then the 2 groups both accepted implicit asociate test. The results showed that the 2 groups exhibited
same implicit attitude that verified the modd of dud attitudes. Thisresult a < indicated that the attitude changing of high sdf-monitor-
ing subjects ater forced compliance was makeshift. This did support the result of Song Guangwen and Chen Qishan’ s experiment in
2003.
