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Correlation of High School Students’ Self- Concept with Their Social Relationship

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Abstract  Objective: To study high school students’ self- concept and their social relationship. Methods: SCT, TSRS,
PCRS and IPR were applied to high school students. Results:  With the growing of grade, the senior had lower self-
concept:  Boys had higher scores in physical- self and self- expression than girls (P<0.05); Different correlation were
demonstrated between factors of social relationship and aspects of self- concept. Social relationship predicted different
aspects of self- concept. Conclusion: With the growing of grade, the senior have lower self- concept. Teacher - student
relationship and positive peer relationship have prime influence on self- concept.
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
