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Interpersonal Relationship of Boys Who Were Involved in Violent Offence
or Internet Addiction Disorder

Abstract  Objective: To find out the interpersonal relationship profiles of the boys who were involved in violent of-
fence or internet addiction disorder. Methods: Addicts were picked out by “Chinese internet addiction disorder scale”,
and interpersonal relationship between addicts, adolecent violent offenders and normal adolecents were investigated by
“Chinese Personality Assessment Inventory”. Results: CANOVA found out that: the main effect of age was marginal sig-
nificant (F s39=2.20, P=0.054), and that of groups was significant (F @eq=5.02, P<0.001). After variety of age was con-
trolled, the main effect of groups on renging was not significant(F ;33=0.58, P=0.56) , but was significant on face (Fpa3=
12.52, P<0.001), flexibility (F (x3=10.85, P<0.001), and defense (F (5=9.92, P<0.001). The difference on these three
variables between violent offenders and 1ADs was not significant(mean difference from - 0.03 to 0.01, P>0.05) ; but on face
and defense, the scores of violent offenders and 1ADs were higher than those of normal students(mean difference from 0.11
to 0.13, P<0.001), but lower on flexibility (mean difference = 0.08, P<0.01 and mean difference=0.12, P<0.001, each).
Conclusion: The characters of interpersonal relationship of violent offenders and IADs are similar; compared with normal
students, they foucemore on face and defense, but lack flexibility.
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
