those of themale ones The relatively lover subjective well-being of the fenale elderly was influenced by their lover economic, scial and
fanily rank resulting fram their higher illiteracy rate, and their higher living alone due to their high gouse loss rate Conclusions The sub-
jective well-being of the female elderly isworse than that of the male elderly in China, which might be related to their poorer demogrgphic
