Correlative analysis indicated that negative e-
motions and coping style of those cllege studentsw ith left-behind experience had remarkable positive relevancew ith, personal rela-
tionship w hile active coping style and slf-esteem had greatly negative relevancew ith peronal relationship. Conclusion The left-
behind experience affects rural children’ smental health development, and is related to negative enotionsand low <elf-esteam.
