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The Relation Between Coping Styles and Lottery Addiction for Chinese Lottery Buyers

[Abstract] Objective: The aim of our study is to explore the relationship between coping styles and addiction tendency
of Chinese lottery buyers. Methods: 452 lottery buyers were sampled from 25 cities of 6 provinces, including Guangdong,
Zhejiang, Liaoning, Anhui, Shanxi, Sichuan in the investigation. The psychometric instruments we used including: Lottery
Buyers Addiction Tendency Scale(LAS) and Simplified Coping Styles Questionnaire(SCSQ). Results: There were significant
differences between high/middle/low LAS groups on negative coping styles scores (F(2,449)=20.464,P<0.001). Regression
analysis showed that negative coping styles could predict the LAS scores. Conclusion: The results reveal that negative
coping styles are vulnerable factors for lottery addiction, the more negative coping styles that lottery buyers use, the more
they behave addiction tendency. The prediction of positive coping styles represent protecting from the functional
impairment.
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
