Abstract The International Association of Applied Psychology (IAAP) is one of the oldest international associations of psychologists.
Its mission is to promote the science and practice of applied psychology and to facilitate interaction and communication about applied
psychology around the world. Its Board of Directors makes policies and exercises final authority over the affairs of the association.
Most of the Association’ s work is achieved through its divisions, Standing Committees, and Task Forces. IAAP falls into four
membership categories: Full Members, Student Members, Honorary Members, and Fellows. The Chinese Psychological Society has
been playing an active role in IAAP ever since starting its membership in 1984. Every four years, JAAP organizes International
Congress of Applied Psychology (ICAP) from 1974 on; additionally, IAAP also contributes to international regional conferences of
psychology and organizing symposia of division.
